Komisja Junckera: Silny i doswiadczony zespoét, ktory
oznacza zmiany

Nowo wybrany przewodniczacy Komisji ujawnit dzisiaj sktad swojego zespotu, a zarazem
ksztatt nowej Komisji Europejskiej. Unia Europejska przeszta jeden z najtrudniejszych
okresow proby w swojej historii. Jednym z najwiekszych wyzwan bedzie teraz przekonanie
obywateli o tym, Ze nastgpig zmiany. Aby te zmiany wprowadzi¢, Komisja musi byc¢
otwarta na reformy. Nowa Komisja Europejska bedzie w sprawny i uproszczony sposéb
koncentrowa¢ sie na powaznych wyzwaniach politycznych, przed ktérymi staje Europa:
umozliwienie ludziom powrotu do pracy i godziwego zatrudnienia, pobudzanie wiekszej
ilosci inwestycji, zagwarantowanie, ze banki powrdcg do kredytowania realnej gospodarki,
stworzenie potaczonego rynku cyfrowego, wiarygodna polityka zagraniczna i pewnos¢, ze
Europa jest w stanie funkcjonowaé niezaleznie, jesli chodzi o bezpieczenstwo
energetyczne. Nowy sposob, w jaki stworzona zostanie Komisja, bedzie odzwierciedla¢ te
Wytyczne polityczne , na podstawie ktérych Jean-Claude Juncker zostat wybrany przez
Parlament Europejski.

Nowo wybrany przewodniczacy Komisji osobiscie przeprowadzat rozmowy ze wszystkimi
kandydatami na komisarzy i jest przekonany o tym, ze jego silny i doswiadczony zespot
moze skuteczniej osiggac¢ pozadane rezultaty, pracujgc wspdlnie.

Nowo wybrany przewodniczacy Komisji Jean-Claude Juncker stwierdzit: ,W tych
nadzwyczajnych czasach obywatele Europy oczekujg od nas rezultatéw. Po latach
trudnosci ekonomicznych i niejednokrotnie bolesnych reform Europejczycy oczekuijg
sprawnie funkcjonujacej gospodarki, stabilnych miejsc pacy, wiekszej ochrony socjalnej,
bezpieczniejszych granic, bezpieczenstwa energetycznego i mozliwosci oferowanych przez
technologie cyfrowg. Dzisiaj przedstawiam zespoét, ktory z powrotem umiesci Europe na
drodze do zatrudnienia i wzrostu gospodarczego. W nowej Komisji forma podaza za
funkcjg. Musimy by¢ otwarci na zmiany. Musimy pokazaé, ze Komisja moze sie zmienic.
Komisja Europejska, ktorg wam dzié przedstawiam, jest polityczna, dynamiczna,
skuteczna i przystosowana do tego, aby wprowadzi¢ Europe na nowe tory. Poszczegdlne
portfolio przypisatem ludziom, a nie panstwom. Na boisku umieszczam 27 zawodnikéw, z
ktorych kazdy ma do spetnienia konkretng role — to moja zwycieska druzyna”.

Nowy sposob pracy

W nowym kolegium znajdzie sie siedmioro wiceprzewodniczacych - szescioro! oprocz
Wysokiej Przedstawiciel Unii do Spraw Zagranicznych i Polityki Bezpieczenstwa (Federiki
Mogherini), z  ktérych kazdy bedzie kierowat zespolem projektowym.
Wiceprzewodniczacy bedg kierowac praca kilku komisarzy oraz koordynowac jg, natomiast

sklad tych zespoléw bedzie sie zmieniat w zaleznosci od potrzeb oraz rozwoju nowych
projektdw na przestrzeni czasu (zob. zatacznik 2). Struktura wspomnianych zespotdow
projektowych odzwierciedla¢ bedzie wytyczne polityczne. Przykfady: ,Zatrudnienie, wzrost
gospodarczy, inwestycje i konkurencyjnosc¢”, ,Jednolity rynek cyfrowy” lub ,Unia
energetyczna”. Zapewni to dynamiczne interakcje pomiedzy wszystkimi czionkami
kolegium, co z kolei pozwoli na odejécie od sztywnych struktur i wertykalnego
przekazywania informacji. Wiceprzewodniczacy beda funkcjonowac jako prawdziwi
zastepcy przewodniczacego.

Nowo wybrany przewodniczacy Komisji Jean-Claude Juncker powiedziat: ,W nowej
Komisji nie ma podziatu na komisarzy pierwszej i drugiej kategorii — sq liderzy zespotéw i
ich czionkowie. Bedg oni ze sobg wspdipracowaé w duchu kolegialnosci i wzajemnej
zaleznosci. Chce pokonac nieche¢ do dzielenia sie informacjami, panujacg w sztywnych
strukturach, i wprowadzi¢ nowy sposdb wspdtpracy w obszarach, w ktérych Europa moze
rzeczywiscie co$ zmienic”.

Jean-Claude Juncker oczekuje z niecierpliwoscia na przestuchania kandydatow na
komisarzy w Parlamencie Europejskim. Jest to demokratyczny proces, dzieki ktéremu cele
oraz polityczny program Komisji zostang wyjasnione i zweryfikowane.

Istothe nowosci

e Pierwszy wiceprzewodniczacy (Frans Timmermans) bedzie prawg rekg
przewodniczacego. Po raz pierwszy mamy do czynienia z sytuacja, w ktorej
komisarz jest odpowiedzialny za program na rzecz lepszego stanowienia
prawa. Zagwarantuje to, ze kazdy wniosek Komisji bedzie rzeczywiscie potrzebny,
a jego cele nie bedg mogty zosta¢ osiggniete lepiej przez panstwa czionkowskie.
Pierwszy wiceprzewodniczacy bedzie réwniez sta¢ na strazy przestrzegania
Karty praw podstawowych Unii Europejskiej i rzadéw prawa w kazdym z
dziatan Komisiji.

Nowe portfolio obejmujace rynek wewnetrzny, przemysl, przedsiebiorczos¢
oraz MSP (za ktére odpowiedzialna bedzie Elzbieta Bierikowska) stanie sie
lokomotywa dla realnej gospodarki. Po raz pierwszy wspomina sie tutaj wyraznie o
matych i $rednich przedsiebiorstwach, ktére sg trzonem naszej gospodarki.

Nowe portfolio spraw gospodarczych i finansowych, podatkéw i cet (ktore
obejmie Pierre Moscovici) zagwarantuje, ze polityki unijne w dziedzinie podatkdéw i
unii celnej stang sie nieodlaczng czesciqg pogiebionej i rzeczywistej unii
gospodarczej i walutowej, oraz przyczyni sie do sprawnego funkcjonowania
struktur ogdélnego zarzadzania gospodarczego w UE.

Stworzono silne portfolio ochrony konsumentéw. Polityka ochrony
konsumentéw juz nie jest rozproszona i podzielona pomiedzy poszczegdlne
portfolia, ale zajmuje wazne miejsce w sferze odpowiedzialnosci komisarz ds.
sprawiedliwosci, ochrony konsumentdw i rdwnouprawnienia ptci (Véry Jourovej).

Zgodnie z tym co nowo wybrany przewodniczacy zapowiedziat podczas swojego
wystgpienia przed Parlamentem Europejskim w dniu 15 lipca, utworzone zostato
stanowisko komisarza zajmujacego sie wytacznie kwestiami migracji (ktore
obejmie Dimitris Avramopoulos). Fakt ten podkresla wage, jaka nadano nowej
polityce migracyjnej, w ramach ktérej podjete zostang zdecydowane dziatania
przeciwko nielegalnej migracji, a réwnoczes$nie takze starania, aby uczyni¢ z
Europy atrakcyjne miejsce pracy i zamieszkania dla wybijajacych sie talentow.

Kilka dyrekcji zostato przeksztatconych i dostosowanych do aktualnych potrzeb. W
szczegoblnosci potaczono portfolia komisarzy ds. srodowiska oraz gospodarki
morskiej i rybolowstwa (stanowisko to obejmie Karmenu Vella), tak by
odzwierciedlic wspdlny sens ,niebieskiego” i ,zielonego” wzrostu - polityka w




zakresie Srodowiska oraz ochrony obszaréw morskich moze i powinna odgrywac
kluczowg role w procesie tworzenia miejsc pracy, ochrony zasobdéw naturalnych,
stymulowania wzrostu oraz zachecania do inwestycji. Ochrona Srodowiska oraz
utrzymywanie naszej konkurencyjnosci muszg iS¢ w parze, poniewaz obydwie te
kwestie maja wptyw na zrownowazong przyszios¢. Tgq sama logikg kierowano sie,
podejmujac decyzje o utworzeniu jednego stanowiska komisarza ds. dziatan
w dziedzinie klimatu i polityki energetycznej (ktére obejmie Miguel Arias
Cafiete). Zwigkszenie udziatu energii odnawialnej nie jest wylacznie kwestig
odpowiedzialnej polityki w zakresie zmiany klimatu. Jest to réwnoczesnie
imperatyw polityki przemystowej, jesli Europa wcigz chce dysponowaé¢ w
perspektywie S$redniookresowej niedrogg energig. Obaj nowi komisarze bedg
uczestniczyli w pracach zespotu ds. unii energetycznej, kierowanego i
koordynowanego przez Alenke Bratusek.

e Zadaniem komisarza ds. europejskiej polityki sasiedztwa i negocjacji w
sprawie rozszerzenia (na tym stanowisku Johannes Hahn), oprécz wzmocnienia
polityki sasiedztwa, bedzie potozenie nacisku na kontynuowanie negocjacji w
sprawie rozszerzenia, a wszystko to przy zalozeniu, zgodnie z tym co nowo
wybrany przewodniczacy zawart w swoich wytycznych politycznych, ze w ciggu
kolejnych pieciu lat nie dojdzie do nastepnego rozszerzenia Unii Europejskiej.

e Nowe portfolio ds. stabilnosci finansowej, ustug finansowych oraz unii
rynkow kapitatowych (ktorym bedzie sie zajmowat Jonathan Hill) skupi istniejgce
doswiadczenie i zakres odpowiedzialnosci w jednym miejscu, nowo utworzonej
dyrekcji generalnej. Dzieki temu Komisja bedzie w dalszym ciqgu aktywnie i
uwaznie wprowadzac¢ w zycie nowe zasady nadzoru i restrukturyzacji bankow.

Petny podziat i omodwienie skiadu zespotdw projektowych oraz rozdziat kompetenciji
przedstawiono w zataczniku 4.

Wiasciwe osoby na wilasciwych stanowiskach

Rozdzielajac portfolia, nowo wybrany przewodniczacy Komisji dotozyt wszelkich staran, by
zachowac réwnowage ptci, przynaleznosci politycznej oraz kompetencji.

Polityczne doswiadczenie

Zaproponowang, przez Junckera Komisje bedzie tworzyt silny i doswiadczony zespoét
skfadajacy sie z pieciu bylych premierdéw, czterech wicepremierow, 19 bylych ministréw,
siedmiu bytych komisarzy oraz o$miu bytych postéw do Parlamentu Europejskiego. 11 z
tych oséb posiada rozlegte doswiadczenie w dziedzinie gospodarki i finansdw, natomiast
osiem zajmowato sie polityka zagraniczng. Komisja przewodniczacego Junckera posiada
doswiadczenie niezbedne do walki z obecnymi wyzwaniami w zakresie sytuacji
gospodarczej i geopolitycznej, z ktérymi przychodzi sie mierzy¢ Europie (zob. zatacznik 4).

Legitymacja demokratyczna

Jedna trzecia cztonkéw nowej Komisji (9 na 28 oséb, w tym nowo wybrany
przewodniczacy) kandydowata w tegorocznych wyborach do Parlamentu
Europejskiego, wychodzac naprzeciw obywatelom i starajac sie o ich poparcie.

Udziat kobiet

Dzieki intensywnym negocjacjom i naciskowi nowo wybranego przewodniczacego Junckera
na zgtaszania kandydatur kobiet, w sktad Komisji wchodzi¢ bedzie 9 kobiet i 19 mezczyzn,
przy czym wsrdd siedmiorga wiceprzewodniczacych sa trzy kobiety.



Kolejne kroki

W nastepnej kolejnosci Parlament Europejski musi udzieli¢ swojej zgody catemu kolegium
komisarzy, w tym przewodniczagcemu oraz wysokiemu przedstawicielowi Unii do spraw
zagranicznych i polityki bezpieczenstwa/wiceprzewodniczacej Komisji Europejskiej.
Udzielenie zgody poprzedzajg przestuchania kandydatéw na komisarzy przed wiasciwymi
komisjami parlamentarnymi, zgodnie z art. 118 Regulaminu Parlamentu Europejskiego. Po
wyrazeniu zgody przez Parlament Europejski Rada Europejska formalnie mianuje Komisje
Europejskg, zgodnie z art. 17 ust. 7 TUE.
